What is Easter? i

The Easter Vigil 1s the “Mother of All Vigils.” Easter
Sunday, then, 1s the greatest of all Sundays, and East-
er Tiume 1s the most important of all iturgical times.
Easter 1s the celebration of the Lord’s Resurrection
from the dead, culminating in his Ascension to the
Father and sending of the Holy Spirit upon the
Church. There are 50 days of Easter from the first
Sunday of Easter to Pentecost.

It 1s characterized, above all, by the joy of glorified
life and the victory over death, expressed most fully
in the great resounding cry of the Christian, Alleluia!
All faith flows from faith in the Resurrection: “If
Christ has not been raised, then empty [too] 1s our
preaching; empty, too, 1s your faith” (1 Cor 15:14).

“What you sow 1s not brought to life unless 1t dies.
And what you sow 1s not the body that 1s to be but a
bare kernel of wheat, perhaps, or of some other kind: .
.. So also 1s the resurrection of the dead. It 1s sown
corruptible; 1t 1s raised incorruptible. It 1s sown dis-
honorable; 1t 1s raised glortous. It 1s sown weak; 1t 1s
raised powerful. It 1s sown a natural body: 1t 1s raised
a spiritual body. If there 1s a natural body, there 15 also
a spiritual one. So, too, 1t 1s written, “The first man,
Adam, became a living being,” the last Adam a life-
giving spirit. But the spiritual was not first; rather the
natural and then the spiritual. The first man was from
the earth, earthly; the second man, from heaven. As
was the earthly one, so also are the earthly, and as 1s
the heavenly one, so also are the heavenly. Just as we
have borne the 1mage of the earthly one, we shall also
bear the 1mage of the heavenly one” (1 Cor 15:36-37,
42-49).

The Octave of Easter comprises the eight days, which
stretch from the first Sunday of Easter to the Second
Sunday of Easter. It 1s a way of prolonging the joy of
the mitial day. In a sense, every day of the Octave 1s
like a little Sunday.

The word “Easter” comes from Old English, meaning
simply the “east.” The sun that r1ses in the east, bring-
ing light, warmth, and hope, 1s a symbol for the Chris-
tian of the nising Christ, who 1s the true Light of the
world. The Paschal Candle 1s a central symbol of this
divine light, which 1s Christ. It 1s kept near the ambo
throughout Easter Time and 1s lit for all liturgical
celebrations.

“We have been
borne anew to a living hope through the resurrection
of Jesus Christ from the dead.” You are invited to cel-
ebrate the Feast of Divine Mercy next Sunday

, April 11. All are welcome! Please plan to attend.

IN ACCORDANCE WITH the Mystical Revelations
given by Our Lord Jesus to St. Mary Faustina, our late
Holy Father St. John Paul II, designated the FIRST
SUNDAY AFTER EASTER (APRIL 11, 2021) AS
DIVINE MERCY SUNDAY.

On Monday April 5* to Friday April 10® there will
be a special Holy Hour of Divine Mercy at 6:00 pm to
7:00 pm 1 the church. There will be exposition and
adoration of the Blessed Sacrament. The hour will
conclude with benediction of the Blessed Sacrament.
All are 1nvited to attend this Holy Hour. The Sacra-
ment of Reconciliation will also be available.

A Plenary Indulgence (total remission of punishment
due to one’s sins) was made available by the Holy See
on Divine Mercy Sunday. The following conditions

apply:

1) Sacramental confession [according to previously
1ssued norms, within about 20 days before or af-
ter].

2) Eucharistic communion [according to previously
1ssued norms, preferably on the day, or the days be-
fore or after].

3) Prayer for the intentions of our Holy Father [certain
prayers are not specified].

On Divine Mercy Sunday: a) Take part in the prayers
and devotions held 1n honor of Divine Mercy 1n any
church or chapel, 1n a spirit that 1s completely de-
tached from the affection for a sin, even a venial sin,
or b) In the presence of the Blessed Sacrament ex-
posed or reserved 1n the tabernacle, recite the Our Fa-
ther and the Creed, adding a devout prayer to the mer-
ciful Lord Jesus (e.g. Merciful Jesus, I trust i you!").

] Blessing Of Homes During Easter Time

Easter Holy Water Is Available At The Back
1' Of The Church

Parishioners are mvited to take the blessed Easter

water to use in their homes for sprinkling. We will
provide a small container of holy water for each family.
In some Parish communities it is customary for homes to
be blessed during the Easter season. Here at Our Lady of
the Blessed Sacrament Church we are encouraging our
parishioners to practice this custom during Easter week.
All who live in the house should be present for the special
blessing of the home with Easter water (friends and
neighbors may be invited). The leader should be a desig-
nated member of the household.

The Ritual Prayer of Blessing for the Home
All make the Sign of the Cross.

Leader: God fills our hearts and homes with peace.
Blessed be the name of the Lord.

All: Now and Forever.

Leader: Christ, risen from the dead, is our hope, joy and
comfort. May all who enter this home find Christ’s light
and love. Listen to the words of the holy Gospel accord-
ing to Luke: (read from the Bible - Luke 24:28-32/reader

will conclude with - This is the Gospel of the Lord.)
All: Praise to you, Lord Jesus Christ.

Spontaneous prayers of intercession can be made while
going from room to room or around the outside of the
house. This prayer may be used at the front door.

O God, make the door of this house wide enough to re-
ceive all who need human love and fellowship, narrow
enough to shut out all the envy, pride and strife. Make its
threshold smooth enough to be no stumbling block to chil-
dren, nor fo straying feet, but rugged and strong enough
to turn back the tempter’s power. God, make the door of
this house the gateway to your eternal kingdom. Grant
this through Christ our Lord. Amen.

The house and rooms and family are to be sprinkled with
holy water, a reminder of baptism during the Easter sea-
son. The procession and intercessions conclude with the
Lord’s Prayer. The leader then speaks the prayer of bless-
ing.

Lord, we rejoice in the victory of Your Son over death: by
rising from the tomb fo new life He gives us new hope and
promise. Bless all the members of this household and sur-
round them with Your protection that they may find com-
fort and peace in Jesus Christ, the Paschal Lamb, who
lives and reigns with You and the Holy Spirit, one God,
forever and ever. Amen.

All make the Sign of the Cross and the leader concludes:
May Christ Jesus dwell with us, keep us from all harm,
and make us one in mind and heart, now and forever.
Amen.
